The Ships

The CHS game graphics correspond to CHS device slots.  Just drop the contents of each folder into the corresponding game folder, but don’t forget to save the originals in a sub-folder somewhere.  

The “Blank.bmp” files contain most of the information necessary to identify all of the ships in this volume:  

Ship name is from the “Classes” list of CHS Scen 154.  Where there is a slash (/), this represents Japanese shipping companies referring to the class by another designation than the ONI.  The best example is the ONI “Aden Maru Class”.  OSK knows this class as the Kaifuku class.  It was a combo build-buy with the Brits;  Japan purchased 32 ships and built 43 for a total of 75.  Some were built for the Brits during War 1, & repurchased after the armistice; one was the world record build holder (until Kaiser came along), from keel to launch in 31 days.

Length is consistently overall.  Many references give length between perps or summer load waterline, these are all Loa.  Icon is the bit map number for the CHS art set.

Speed is given as cruising/full, along with the year of construction, or the build year range.  Tonnage is in gross register tons (GT) and deadweight tons (DwT).  Actual cargo capacity (net deadweight or cargo deadweight) is a percentage of DwT (Don Bowen opines about 55-60% and that feels about right).

Several ships are under-represented in CHS, imho.  One of these is the Ansyu Maru, which I have designated as the standard game small AK (0165).  The Ansyu was building up in 1939, (there were quite a lot of them); but more importantly, the Ansyu was the design benchmark for the War Standard Type C cargo ship (there were a sh*tload more in 1945).  Probably the most ubiquitous small cargo ship of the entire war.

Only a couple of substitutions;  I used the Asaka/Akagi Maru (Yusen A Class) as the model for the Sanyo Maru AV.  Why?, because the Sanyo was a onsey’twosey ship, while the Yusen A Class was large and well respected.  In this vein, I used the Yusen S class as the standard Large AK.  

The Yusen N class is available for your modification pleasure.
